The Institutes should develop minimum of 100-200 saplings of each RET plants
selected for the project (As per the submitted project proposal).

Each institute should include at least two plants from the list of endangered plants
notified by MoEFCC under Section 38 of the Biological Diversity Act (MoEFCC
Notification No. S.0. 997(E) dated 15-04-2009).

The institute should establish a minimum of 2 conservatories of selected RET plant
species. One within the institute, covering a minimum area of 5 to 10 cents and the
second one can be established outside the institute in collaboration with nearby
Biodiversity Management Committees or any other institutions/schools after executing
an agreement for this purpose by ensuring the sustainability plan.
